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MINUTES OF April 21st, 2020               
MEETING OF THE BEDFORD PARK AND RECREATION BOARD
OF THE CITY OF BEDFORD
     The monthly meeting of the Bedford Park and Recreation Board was held on Tuesday April 21st, 2020 at the usual meeting place in the Parks Office at Thornton Park, Bedford, Indiana, at the hour of 4:30 P.M. (E.S.T.)

Tim Deckard, Board President, stated any additions or corrections to the minutes? If not, they will stay approved as submitted. I will entertain a motion on the claims.
Angie made a motion to approve the claims, JD seconded. All were in favor. 

Tim Deckard, Board President, stated permission for Clerk Treasurer to pay Graber Post outside of the claims cycle.

Barry Jeskewich, Park Director, stated we had encumbered funds last year for Phil’s building, to pay Graber Post. Whenever we went to pay it this year, we actually paid it on the credit card. So, we just need your permission to pay the funds directly to the credit card instead of Graber. Is that correct Amber?

Amber McIntyre, Operations Manager, stated no, so in the contract we have paid our down payment, but in the contract it states 40% will be due when they frame it, then 40% due at the next step, and then the remaining balance is due at the completion. We know that these funds due, won’t always fall around Park Board, and they will need their check at that time. As Barry said it was encumbered to Graber Post so I can’t just give them the credit card when they need those funds. This will allow Marsha and Meleah to cut a check as it’s due by the contract with Graber Post. 
Tim Deckard, Board President, stated I will entertain a motion.

Angie made a motion to allow the Clerk Treasurer to pay Graber Post outside of the claims cycle, Trevor seconded. All were in favor.

Tim Deckard, Board President, stated Red Brick update.

Barry Jeskewich, Park Director, stated at the last meeting you guys authorized us to go ahead with a contract and move forward with Riggert. He deferred us over to an architect and now the architect has deferred us over to getting the building cleaned first, before we can get an actual quote from a architect and an updated proposal. I am going to try to get Serve Pro or some agency in there for the cleanup. I don’t think it’s going to meet the threshold to go to bid, but it could possibly. So, I want to go ahead and move forward with that, with your approval. Once the building is clean, we will then enter into an agreement with the architect to do the scope of the work, that you guys originally authorized the engineer to do. It is with Mathew Architects, so if I can get your blessing to move forward with getting Serve Pro in there to clean up, and then enter into an agreement with Mathews Architects to do the engineering scope of the work.
Tim Deckard, Board President, stated so you are asking us for our permission to move forward with the Red Brick update?

Trevor made a motion to let Barry move forward on the Red Brick, JD seconded. All were in favor.

Tim Deckard, Board President, Park Director Report.
Barry Jeskewich, Park Director, stated I’m just going to go ahead and update in general, obviously these are different times, and we don’t really have a recreation directors report. So, I will just update you in general, as what we as a department have been doing in the last month. We have made a lot of progress on projects that we aren’t typically able to do at this time of the year. Phil was able to get done his deep tine aerification on the fairways and greens. Which can’t typically be done at this time of the year, due to play. We’ve been finishing up the disc golf course and getting that all cleaned up. Orbit Soccer has cancelled their spring season this year. We are on hold with softball registrations for this year because we just don’t know when we will be able to move forward with that. We hope to be moving forward with activities and getting back to normal as everyone does but until we get the green light from the Governor and so forth, we are on hold. We are going to go ahead and have the slide pump at the pool replaced next week. We won’t be filling the pool next week like normal. Jordan, Amber, and Gary have been working hard on some online programming, and I’m really proud of those guys for stepping outside the box and trying to do what we can to engage the community in online programming. We hope to have some sort of season over at the pool, but right now we just don’t know. The guys have been working independently and all have their own vehicles. Parks are being used, even though the playgrounds are closed. We are doing quite a bit of landscaping as well. We are going to be doing an Arbor Day celebration and planting a tree, which be broadcasted on Facebook Live. 
Angie Sanders, Board Vice President, stated do you plan to open the pool at the same time as you normally do, or are you just waiting to see?

Barry Jeskewich, Park Director, stated no, right now we will not be opening when we normally do, which is typically Memorial Day weekend. Unless things change drastically we won’t be opening then. 
Angie Sanders, Board Vice President, stated has the club approached you about having the Duck Derby this year?

Barry Jeskewich, Park Director, stated last month we gave them our blessing to have it later this year at our discretion. Hopefully, they will be able to have that. 

Tim Deckard, Board President, stated one of the trees by #7 at Otis, there are large limbs falling out of that tree. It seems to be dangerous. 

Barry Jeskewich, Park Director, stated I will get the guys on that. We are still in the process on the selective of a golf pro. Tim and Angie are sitting on the hiring committee. We have candidates and are in the interview process. Anything else?
